CREDIT IN ESCROW 
Credit designated “in escrow” is earned by students in Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University high school 
programs, including Dual Enrollment, Aviation Academy and/or Aviation Institute. 
GRADE POINT AVERAGES (GPA/CGPA)  
A semester or term grade point average (GPA) and cumulative grade point average (CGPA) are computed for each 
student after every semester or term. The GPA is calculated by dividing the number of points earned during the 
semester or term by the number of credit hours attempted in that semester or term. The CGPA is determined by 
dividing the total number of points by the total number of hours attempted at the University. For undergraduate 
students, points and hours attempted are accrued in courses graded A, B, C, D, F and WF.  For graduate students, 
points and hours attempted are accrued in courses graded A, B, C, F and WF.  
REPEATING A COURSE 
Undergraduate:  With the exception of flight courses that may be repeated only once, an undergraduate may 
attempt a University course only three times.  In determining the Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA), the 
grade for the second course attempt replaces the first and the grade for the third course attempt replaces the 
second.  The grade(s) and credit hours for the third and any approved subsequent attempts will be used in 
calculating the CGPA.  All course attempts are recorded on the University transcript.  Between July 1994 and June 
1999, the grade for all subsequent attempts at a course replaced the previous grade in determining the CGPA, 
without a per-course limit. 
Graduate:  Effective May 1989, graduate students may petition to repeat one course in which a grade of less than 
B was earned for the purpose of improving their CGPA.  Both grades earned are recorded on the University 
transcript, but, in this instance, only the replacement grade is included in the calculation of the grade point average.  
Beyond this approved petition, additional repeated coursework will be used in combination with the initial course 
attempt in calculating the student CGPA.  
TRANSFER CREDIT  
Grades for courses accepted as transfer credit are not reflected in the computation of the University GPA/CGPA. 

 
GRADUATION HONORS 
Undergraduate honors are based upon grades received in all Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University undergraduate 
courses.

Prior to July 1, 2007, the level of graduation honors for undergraduate students was based upon a combination of 
the University cumulative grade point average (CGPA) and the grades for courses transferred from other 
institutions which were directly applicable to the student degree program.  To be eligible, students must complete 
at least 45 credit hours in residence at the University.  
Graduate students are recognized through inclusion of the notation “With Distinction” on diplomas and transcripts.  
To be eligible, students must have completed their graduate studies with a CGPA of 4.0, based upon grades 
received in all Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University graduate courses.   
 
Doctoral coursework is not subject to honors recognition. 
 
ACADEMIC STATUS  
A student is in good standing unless a remark to the contrary appears at the end of the semester or term record.  
Remarks such as “Suspension” or “Dismissal” indicate that the student's scholarship is below standard.
